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BUTTE COUNTY AQMD RULES AND REGULATIONS

RULE 205

1 PURPOSE: The purpose of this Rule is to reduce ambient eotrations and limit
fugitive emissions of fine particulate matter (PMX6om construction activities,
bulk material handling and storage, carryout amakiput, and similar activities,
weed abatement activities, unpaved parking lotpaved staging areas, unpaved
roads, inactive disturbed land, disturbed opensat@ad windblown dust.

2 APPLICABILITY: This Rule applies to outdoor fugitive dust sourceguding
construction activities, carryout and trackout,ciinge disturbed land or open areas,
unpaved parking lots/staging areas and privatewetpeoads, weed abatement, and
windblown dust as set forth in the following defions, requirements, and
exemptions.

3 EXEMPTIONS: The following sources are not subject to the resquents of this
Rule:

3.1  Agricultural operations.
3.2  Emergency activities performed to ensure publidtheand safety.

3.3 Active operations conducted by essential servicéities to provide
electricity, natural gas, telephone, water and selweng periods of service
outages and emergency disruptions until one (1) after the completion of
the active operations.

3.4  Abrasive blasting operations (subject to Rule R@sance of these Rules
and Regulations).

3.5  Sources implementing the applicable best availebigrol measure for each
fugitive dust source as shown in Table 1 of thideRwhen wind gusts
exceed 25 miles per hour.

3.6  Any active operation, open storage pile, or distdrBurface area for which
the necessary fugitive dust preventive or mitigatactions are in conflict
with the federal Endangered Species Act, as debeanin writing by the
State or federal agency responsible for making sietérminations.

3.7  Public areas including public unpaved roadways.
3.8 Blasting activities that have been permitted by @adifornia Division of

Industrial Safety. Other activities performed imgmction with blasting are
not exempt from complying with the requirementsho$ Rule.
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4  DEFINITIONS

Active Operations. Any operation capable of generating fugitive dust,
including, but not limited to, earth-moving actiew,
construction/demolition activities, disturbed sedaarea, or heavy- and
light-duty vehicular movement.

Anemometer: A device used to measure wind speed and direction.

Best Available Control Measures. Fugitive dust control actions that are
set forth in Table 1 of this Rule.

Blasting Activity: The use of explosives in quarries, open pit mines,
demolition, geophysical exploration, oil/water welservices, law
enforcement and ordnance disposal, logging, andveabground
construction.

Bulk Material: Sand, gravel, soil, aggregate material less tham (®y
inches in length or diameter, and other organidnorganic particulate
matter.

Chemical Stabilizer: Any non-toxic chemical dust suppressant which is
not prohibited for use by the Regional Water Qyaliontrol Boards, the
California Air Resources Board (CARB), the U.S. Eommental Protection
Agency (EPA), or any applicable law, rule or regiola Approved
chemical stabilizers shall meet any specificatiamgeria, or tests required
by any federal, State, or local water agency.

Construction/Demolition Activities: Any on-site mechanical activities
conducted in preparation of, or related to, theldmug, alteration,

rehabilitation, demolition or improvement of progerincluding, but not

limited to the following activities: grading, exaion, loading, crushing,
cutting, planing, shaping or ground breaking.

Contractor: Any person who has a contractual arrangemenonowct an
active operation for another person.

Disturbed Surface Area: A portion of the earth's surface which has been

physically moved, uncovered, destabilized, or atliee modified from its

undisturbed natural soil condition, thereby incnegsthe potential for

emission of fugitive dust. This definition excled#hose areas which have:

49.1 been restored to a natural state, such that thetatdge ground
cover and soil characteristics are similar to ashacor nearby
natural conditions;

4.9.2 been paved or otherwise covered by a permanertste; or
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493 sustained a vegetative ground cover of at least @D%e native
cover for a particular area for at least thirty)(@ays.

4.10 Dust Suppressant: Water, hygroscopic materials, or non-toxic chemical
stabilizer used as a treatment material to redugitéive dust emissions.

411 Earth-Moving Activities: The use of any equipment for any activity where
soil is being moved or uncovered, and shall inclune not be limited to the
following: grading, earth cutting and filling opéians, loading or unloading
of dirt or bulk materials, adding to or removingrir open storage piles of
bulk materials, landfill operations, weed abatentbrgugh disking, and soil
mulching.

4.12 Fugitive Dust: Any solid particulate matter that becomes airborother
than that emitted from an exhaust stack, directlindirectly as a result of
the activities of any person.

4.13 High Wind Condition: Instantaneous wind speeds exceeding 25 miles per
hour.

4.14 Inactive Disturbed Surface Area: Any disturbed surface area upon which
active operations have not occurred or are notaggdeao occur for a period
of twenty (20) consecutive days.

4.15 Open Storage Pile:  Any accumulation of bulk material, which is naotly
enclosed, covered or chemically stabilized, meagutiree (3) feet or more
in height and a total footprint area of 500 or megeare feet.

416 Particulate Matter: Any material, except uncombined water, which &xis
in a finely divided form as a liquid or solid aaetlard conditions.

4.17 Paved Road: A public or private improved street, highway,esll public
way, or easement that is covered by roadway paviraggerials, but
excluding facility entrances or driveways. Pubpiaved roads are those
open to public access and that are owned by angrdedState, county,
municipal or any other governmental or quasi-gorental agencies.
Private paved roads are any paved roads not dedismedblic.

418 PM10: Particulate matter with an aerodynamic diametealker than or
equal to ten (10) microns as measured by the aipéicState and federal
reference test methods.

Service Road: A paved or unpaved road that is used by one oepoblic
agency for inspection or maintenance of infrastectand which is not
typically used for construction-related activity.

Simultaneous Sampling: The operation of two (2) PM10 samplers in such
a manner that one sampler is started within fiyer(thutes of the other, and
each sampler is operated for a consecutive perioidhwmust be not less
than 290 minutes and not more than 310 minutes.

Stabilized Surface: Any previously disturbed surface area or openagi®
pile which, through the application of dust suppeeds, shows visual or
other evidence of surface crusting and is resigiamwind driven fugitive
dust and is demonstrated to be stabilized.

Track-Out/Carry-Out: Any bulk material that adheres to and
agglomerates on the exterior surface of motor Vehichaul trucks, and
equipment (including tires) that has been releasdd a paved road and can
be removed by a vacuum sweeper or a broom sweeamdEr tnormal
operating conditions.

Paving Materials. Concrete, asphaltic concrete, recycled asphspiat,
or any other material of equivalent performancedeermined by CARB
and EPA.

Unpaved Road: Any road, equipment path, or travel way that i no
covered, sealed, or paved by paving materials. licubpaved roads are
any unpaved roadway owned by federal, State, coumimicipal or other
governmental or quasi-governmental agencies. frivapaved roads are
all other unpaved roadways not defined as public.

Visible Roadway Dust: Any sand, soil, dirt, or other solid particulate
matter which is visible upon paved road surfacebkwahnich can be removed
by a vacuum sweeper or a broom sweeper under noopefating
conditions.

Wind-Driven Fugitive Dust: Visible emissions from any disturbed surface
area which is generated by wind action alone.

Wind Gust: The maximum instantaneous wind speed as measureth by
anemometer.
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5 GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

51 No person shall cause or allow the emissions oitiiggdust from any
active operation, open storage pile, or disturhethse area such that:
5.1.1 the dust remains visible in the atmosphere beybagtoperty line
of the emission source; or
5.1.2 the dust emission exceeds 20% opacity for a peologeriods
aggregating more than three (3) minutes in any(@hé&our if the
dust emission is the result of movement of a moéarivehicle.

52 No person shall conduct active operations withoumplementing the
applicable best available control measures includetiable 1 of this Rule
to minimize fugitive dust emissions from each fivgitdust source type
within the active operation.

5.3 No person shall allow track-out to extend 25 feetmmre in cumulative
length from the point of origin from an active ogigon. All track-out from
an active operation shall be removed at the coimiusf each workday or
evening shift.

6 SEVERABILITY: If any section, subsection, sentence, clause sphi@ portion
of this Rule is, for any reason, held invalid, umstitutional, or unenforceable by
any court of competent jurisdiction, such portidrals be deemed as a separate,
distinct, and independent provision, and such hgldhall not affect the validity of
the remaining portions.
