Health Effects of the Primary Air Pollutants Emitted

Diesel   Diesel emissions can cause cancer and harm the tissues of the lungs.  Diesel particulates transport and deposit many highly toxic substances into the lungs, and worsen respiratory problems like asthma and bronchitis.
Chromium   Chromium- 6 can cause cancer, even at very low levels.  In workers, it has been linked to asthma.  Chromium-6 can also hurt the digestive system, the nose, kidneys, and red blood cells in people that are exposed to Chromium-6 over long periods of time.  The majority of what we know about health effects comes from workers who are exposed to Chromium-6.  No one knows how it affects children.

Nickel    Nickel can cause cancer of the lungs and nasal passages.  The most common effect of nickel exposure is an allergic reaction.  Approximately 10-15% of the population is sensitive to nickel.  The most common reaction is a rash at the site of contact.  Less frequently, some people that are sensitive to nickel suffer asthma attacks after exposure.  Some workers exposed to high levels of nickel have developed chronic bronchitis and changes to their lungs. 

Manganese   Manganese affects the nervous system and lungs of workers exposed to it. The most common respiratory symptom is difficulty breathing. Manganese penetrates deeply into the lungs and can cause pneumonia and bronchitis. Like Chromium-6, the majority of what we know about manganese comes from worker exposure.  No one knows at what levels children are affected. 
Solvents   These materials can damage the central nervous system and internal organs such as the liver and kidneys. They can irritate and damage lungs, and irritate and dry out skin. Certain solvents have additional hazards such as causing cancer or harm to unborn babies.

Environmental Health Coalition has compiled a list of top industrial air pollution sources located within the Barrio Logan Community Planning Area.  Facilities were prioritized by evaluating the quantity of emissions from a given facility, the toxicity of the pollutants emitted, and the proximity of the facility to sensitive land uses, such as schools and daycares.








Businesses that create a lot of diesel emissions, such as warehouses where trucks idle, or facilities that use diesel fueled equipment, and businesses where a lot of metal work takes place account for most of the top pollution sources of concern within the Barrio Logan Community Planning Area.  








Diesel particulates created by idling trucks and diesel equipment, and Chromium 6 created by metal welding and painting processes can pose serious health risks to surrounding residents.  Other metals such as Nickel and Manganese, as well as solvents used by certain facilities can also pose major health hazards.
