Base battery-electric truck incentives on battery capacity rather than vehicle GVW
Higher voucher amount for ‘fast-charge’ plug-in vehicles
Additional funding for extended warranties
Higher voucher amount for first three vouchers per fleet applies only once
(i.e. a fleet is not eligible in multiple funding years)
f. Enhance documentation requirements for redemption of higher risk vouchers
g. Clarify that purchase with battery-leasing is allowed
h. Streamline vehicle vocation definition for purposes of HVIP-eligibility
