Air Resources Board (ARB or the Board) staff invites you to participate in a public 
workshop on May 3, 2010 in Sacramento, California, to discuss modifications to the 
zero emission vehicle (lEV) regulation.

At the 
December public meeting, the Board directed staff to develop regulatory modifications 
to the lEV regulation to be presented to the Board in Fall 2010. During this first 
workshop, staff will review the Board direction from the December meeting and solicit 
public comments on broad regulatory concepts.
