general criteria.

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Background

Since 1998, the Carl Moyer Program has filled a critical niche in California’s strategy to
achieve clean air. The Carl Moyer Program provides grant funding for the incremental
cost of cleaner-than-required engines, equipment, and emission reduction technologies.
The Carl Moyer Program complements California’s regulatory program by funding
emission reductions that are surplus, i.e., early and/or in excess of what is required by
regulation.

At its April 2014 hearing, ARB will consider for approval amendments to the Truck and
Bus Regulation. The proposed amendments were published February 25, 2014. As
currently proposed, the amendments will result in additional funding opportunities under
the Carl Moyer Program for vehicles subject to the Truck and Bus Regulation.

However, the Carl Moyer Guidelines will need to be updated to reflect these additional
funding opportunities. The Board is scheduled to consider the proposed Guideline
changes at the Board hearing in July 2014.
