This certification plan shall apply to 1988 model-year
motorcycles and contains the provisions for complying with the condlitions
required by Sectlon 1958(b), Tltle 13 of the Californla Administrative Code.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That before offering motorcycles of any engline
family for sale, certification of the exhaust emisslon control system and
designated engline famlly exhaust HC emission lIimit, In accordance with the
approved certificatlion plan for compllance with the corporate average
standard, and certiflication of the approprliate evaporative emission family
for the 1988 model year is requlired.

Executive Order M-4-52 for the certification plan dated June 25, 1987 is
hereby cancelled.
