BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That before offering mot rcycles of any engine
famlly for sale, certification of the exhaust emission control system and
designated engine famlly exhaust HC emisslion iimit, in accordance with the
approved certification plan for compliance with the corporate average
standard, and certification of the appropriate evaporative emission famlly
for the 1989 model year Is required.

Executive Order M-2-147 for the certification plan dated August 8, 1988 Is
hereby cancelled.
