It
will also be used to determine compliiance with the above corporate average
hydrocarbons standard as requlired per Section 1958(b), Title 13 of the
California Administrative Code.
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the Executive Officer has been provided ail
material required to demonstrate certification compllance with the Board’'s
emission control system warranty regulations (Titie 13, Callifornia
Administrative Code, Section 2035 et seq.).

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the listed vehiclie models also comply with
“Callifornia Evaporative Emission Standards and Test Procedures for 1978 and
Subsequent Mode! Gasol ine-Powered Motor Vehicles".

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That these motorcyclies are found exempt from
compl iance with the Alr Resources Board’'s "Specifications for Fill Pipes and
Openings of Motor Vehicle Fuel Tanks" pursuant to Executive Order G-70-16-E.

Vehicles certified under this Executive Order must conform to all applicable
California emission regulations.
