The manufacturer has elected, under 13
CCR Section 1961.1(a)(1)(A)(ii) and under Section E.2.5.1(ii) of the CA Test Procedures, to demonstrate compliance with
the CA GHG Standard by demonstrating compliance with the National greenhouse gas program (National GHG

Section 1900, is not required to comply with CA GHG Standard during model-years (MY) 2012 through 2015.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the listed vehicle models are federally certified, and are certified under the provisions
of 13 CCR Section 1961(a)(14) and the incorporated test procedures.

Vehicles certified under this Executive Order shall conform to all applicable California emission regulations.
