· Minimize emissions from Rx burning consistent with air quality objectives of state and federal clean air laws
Statute
· State Forester and Oregon DEQ approve a plan to manage smoke

· ODF has primary legal & administrative responsibility for ALL forest land

· Delineate areas to which the plan applies

· Plan includes consideration of:

· weather





· fuels 

· distance to areas designated for protection from smoke impacts
· burning techniques
· cessation of burning during adverse air quality
Objectives
· Prevent smoke from being carried to or accumulating in designated areas

· ODF meteorologists and burning instructions 

· Maximize burning opportunities while minimizing emissions

· Coordinate with other state smoke management programs

· N.E California Air Alliance, field burning, open burning

· Conform with state and federal air quality and visibility requirements

· Protect public health

· Medford, Klamath Falls, Lakeview previous non-attainment areas
