Due to the highly volatile nature of gasoline and its handling and storage, VST requires the following 
certifications for its ASC’s:

• ASC’s must be able to show proof of certification if asked.  Carry the wallet card or have a copy 
of your certification on file with the GDF. 
 

• The ASC must record his or her certification number on the applicable paperwork for all 
warranties to be deemed valid. 
 

• Contractors should ALWAYS verify the training and certification requirements with the air-
district staff BEFORE beginning installation of EVR systems.
